It is a subject of deep
regret to tne writer,as it must be also
to every memberof the Hord family,
that a more accurate and minute record
of its early history was not preserved.

Tradition has handed down
a few prominent facts which serve to
Showthat such a record would be
highly interesting.

There is no feeling
more commonor natural than the
the pleasure we feel at a retrospect
of our ancestry.

It matters not from
what origin we may have sprung,
whether it be high or 1ow,the
emotions which a retrospect excites
are the same.

A descendant of the
Caesars,if there be one nowin
existence,

can



can look back through the vista
of centuriee,and contemplate the
heroic origin from which he sprang,
until he will think there is
nothing in creation on equality
with him,whi1et a descendant
of Caesar's servant,especia11y
if he has risen above the level
of his anceetor,wi11 derive
equal pleasure from a considerationof the fact that he is the builder
of his own fame.

The celebrated Roanoke
orator* of Virginia never lost
an opportunity to make known
the fact that he was descended
from Powhattan,whi1at his
less royal compeereboasted
with equal pleasure his descent
from a cobbler.



In regard to this matter,
the Hord family possess a double
advantage. They can look to
either extreme in the gradations
of society for the satisfaction befovfi
named. No family that ever existed
could boast of a higher spirit
of enterprise,and like all othera
of that character,they have
encountered every vicisitude
of fortune,endured or enjoyed
every alternation of adversity,
every benefit arising from
raeh,thnugh prosperous adventure.

In contemplating their
ancestry,there is yet another
consideration which should give to
the Herd family muchgreater
pleasure than those before
named.It is the truth,that in
a line so 1ong,not one member

on the contrary,the
Hord family have been quite
remarkable for their peaceful
and orderly disposition in
society. If they,or any of
them,have at any time been
otherwise,they were always
prepared to give a good &substantial reason.

Another strongcharacteristic in the
disposition of the family
is the devotion it has alwaysfe1t"for the principles or
civil liberty. In all contests
between power & r1ght,between
tyranny and civil liberty,
they have been found on the
side of the latter.

Their devotion to the
cause of
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freedom has in more instances
than one produced,not onlyconfiscation of their
property,hut the loss of their
true name,and exilement from
the country of their choice.

This leads me up to
John Hord,the first of the
family that ever bore that
name,and whose real name was
John Howard.

John Howard-emigrated
from England to America,and
settled in the colony of
Marylandin the early settle­
ment ot that state. Twoor"
his brothers camewith his
& settled in the samestate.
They were gentlnen of
distinction and affluence in
England. They made a largepurchase of land on
Chesapeake bay,be1ow where the
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city of Baltimore now
etands,on which they °°1°n1z°d
a large number of dependants
which they brought over from
England. The colony flourished
beyond all expectation. It 50°“
reached a degree of prosperity
and opulence which attracted the
notice of the Crown,and caused
a burdensome tax to be laid
upon it.

The colon1ste,w1th John
Howardat their head,remonetrat0fl
against the meaeure,ae a trespass
upontheir rights.

Theyprotested against
the right of a government to
levy a tax upon any people,
in the administration of which,
that people had no participatiwflo
Remonatrance only servedto increase the
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onerous exactions,WhiCh Were
soon magnified into a burden
not to be borne.Resistance
was resolved on,and a deter­
mination adopted to resist
the collection of the odioufi
tax. According1y,when the
officer of the crown Went
to col1ect.the tax,he found the
colonists prepared to carryout their resolution.

He reported the
matter to the governor of
the co1ony,who ordered out
the military force at his
commandto enforce obedience.
A battle ensued in which the
colonists proved triumphant.

The governor dispatched
an express to England to reportthe condition of affairs and
to obtain assistance from the

CPOWI1
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crown. A naval armament was
sent over by the king,W1th
orders to capture the
rebellious Howardand take
him homefor trial.

The sagacious rebelwas not inattentive to the
necessary measures of self
protection.

The armament found
him strongly fortified on
the shore of the Chesapeake,
with disciplined troops and all
the necessary munitions of
war. A battle ensued,and the
rebels once more provedvictorious.

The officers of the
crown now determined to
commencea regular siege,
and having commandof the
water,they invested the
fortress on all sides.
Supplies of provi­
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siona being now cut Off.
and great 1nducements,w1th
a promise of pardonybeing
offered to the privates,
they privately deserted
their leader. The only
alternative left the
valiant Howardwas to seek
safety by flight.

He left his fort, &
crossing the potomack and
Rappahannockr1vers,settled
about two miles south of
the last namedriver & about
eight miles below where the
village of Port Royal now
stands. The present dividing
line between the counties of
Caroline &Essex passed near his
house,wh1ch was situated near
a double poplar tree now
stand1ng,and for the last
fifty years,a tree
of great notoriety.



Here he lived & died, & his
land descended to my father
who was his grandson,and was
sold by me in the year 1821
to Daniel Reyno1ds,who now­
occupies it.

For still greater
security he changed.his
nameto Hord,by striking
out the 1;. This happened
between the years 1680
& 1690. From this origin
every man who bears the
name of Bord in the United
states sprang.

I omitted to state in
its proper place that the
fort built by John Howard
on Chesapeake bay is called
Howard‘:Folly to this day,
&remains of it are yet
visible. Further that the
whole or his large estate was
confiscated,and his two
brothers continued in Ma­



ry1and,from one of whom
the Baltimore Howardsare
descended & the Frederick
Howards from the other.

"The Historybof the Herd FamilyY
Arnold Harris Hord.

Robert Hord,the author of this History
of the Hord Family,was born March 4.
$795 at "Shady Grove",Caro1ine County,
Virginia,and was the son of John Hord,
Captain in Lee's Light Dragoons in the
Revolutionary War. Robert Hord describes
his father in the foregoing "History"
as having a "fund of information not
often to be found". Robert Hord
probably obtained muchof his informa­
tion about his ancestry from his father.
Robert Hord's mother was Margaret
Hawkins of a good old Virginia family
descended from Major Thomas Hawkins,a
Justice of old RappahannockCounty,
who is mentioned in the will of
Lawrence Washington ($676),one of the
two immigrants of the name,as "my loving
friend Thomas HaWkinB".Robert Hord
married Celia Jane Stuart Foote,sister
Of the H0n.Henry S. Foote,U.S.Senator
and Governor of Mississippi.

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"Indenture 30th August 40th year of
the Dominionof the Right Honorable Cecilius
Lord Proprietor of Maryland in the year of
our Lord 1672 between John Howard of Anne
Arundel County or the sd Provinee,P1anter,
of the one part and John Pine and John Clark
of the other part" stating that the said
"Proprietary did by pattent A.D.r666grant
unto John Howardhis heirs by the name of
John Howard a parcell of land known as
Howard's Folly in Anne Arundel County
situated on ye south Side of a River called
Magetty (Magothy) River beginning at a
bounded white oaheby the said riverside
and running —--upthe said River north and
by west to a marked Chestnut tree by that

In November 1922 I made a visit to
"Howard's Folly" in company with my son Frank
Firth Hord. Weencountered no difficulty in
finding the place.

"Howard'sFolly" is situated on the
fine State Road between Baltimore and Anna—
po1is,be1ng about 3/4 of an hour by automobile
from the former city and about twenty minutesfromthe latter.

The land is covered with excellent
timber and many bungalows have been built
there,as the place is a popular summerresort.

The name "Howard's Fo11y",which
originally applied to the tract of 100 acres
of land granted to John Howard,wasuntil
the last few years applied by the inhabitants
of this region to a handsomecolonial brick
mansion still standing,which is nowowned
by Mrs. Anne V. McKimof Baltimore. Mrs.
McKimbought the house a few years ago and
changed its name from “Howard's Folly“ to
"MagothyHall". The oldest part of the
house is the right wing,as shownin the
accompanyingphotograph. The building is
thiqkxycovered in manyplaces with English
ivy. I was unsuccessful in my efforts to
learn something about the history of the
house or the land on/which it was built,
as most of the people living in the region
were new-comers.

This colonial mansion knownuntil
recently as "Howard's Folly" commandsa
magnificent View of the Magothy River and
Chesapeake Bay in the distance.

If John Hord of Virginia was the son of
John Howardof "Howard's Folly",then the
real surnameof the latter must have
been Hord. The reasons for this belief
are as follows:

1.The pedigree of the Howardfamily of
Maryland bears no resemblance to the
account of the Hord family as given
by Robert Hord nor do any of the
Christian names of the Howardfamily,



name1y,Matthew,Cornelms or Samuel,
appear in the genealogy of the Herd
family (see "Founders of Anne Arundel
and Baltimore Counties".PD.67-77 by
Warfield).
The Christian names of the Herd family
of Virginia bear a striking resemblance
to those of an old English family of
this name.

"Head" in modern England (see "English
Surnames" ,Vol, II , pp, 38, 39 by M.A.Lower),
and was probably so pronounced in the
English colonies. In an age of lawless
spelling,this fact might account for
errors in pronouncingand spelling
the surnames Hord and Howard.

3.The name Herd is an old English surname
most unusual and uncommon,andis one not
likely to be assumed by anyone desiring ’
change his name.

4.Eleven years before "Howard's Folly"
Waspatented,or in the year t654,”Elias
Hoard" came to Virginia as a headright
in a patent to Governor John West (see
"Early Virginia Immigrants",page 152,
by Greer). The name"E1iaa" is one that
occurs frequently amongthe descendants
of John Hord of Virginia and there can
scarcely be a doubt that "Elias Hoard"
and John Hord of Virginia were related.
This being so,it indicates plainly that
John. Herd‘: surname was Hoard or Hord,
and also that the true surname of John
Howard of "Howard's Folly" was also Herd,
assuming that he was of the same family
as John Hord of Virginia.



5.It is a significant fact that one
branch of the ancient Hord family
of England (descendants of Alan
Hord,Bencher of the Middle Temple)
bore the surname Howard for a
period of two hundred years. They
claimed descent from the illustrious
family of Howard, but by the researches
of Mr. W. S. El1is,an eminent English
genealogist,it has been proved beyond
a doubt that this family was a branch
of the Hord Family and that its real
surname was Hord and not Howard.
(see"Topographer and Genealogist",
Vol.I,p.40;a1so "Miscellanea Ganeal­
ogica et Hnra1dica",New Series,Vo1.Im

It is possible that John Howardof"
"Howard's Folly" belonged to this
Howardbranch of the Hord family.

6.The surname of the Hord family
of Virginia was sometimes written
Howard:

a.Margaret Mil1er,wife of James
Hord son of John the immigrant,is
mentioned in the will of her father
as "my daughter Margaret Howard?
(see will of John Mi11er,proved in
EssexCo.Va.20 Dec.174}).

b."Ambrose Howard and Mary his
wife" are mentioned in Order Book,
174O—4I,ppo303 340,Caro1ine Go.Va.
The reference is doubtless to Ambrose
Hord son of Johpihe immigrant.

c.Wi11iam Hord of Bedford Co. Va.
is frequently mentioned in the Court
records as "William goward". compare
Deed Book E,p.5,Deed Book F,p,359,Wi11Book BookBope44'Wh.3r'3
his name is spelled Howard,with his
will proved 28 Au3.1781 and other



references to him in Will Book
B. pp.225,226 where his name is
spelled "Hoard" or "Hord".

d.Jamee Hord (grandson of John
the immigrant),Eneign 7th Va.
Regiment in the Revo1ution,is
mentioned as James Howard
several times (See "Virginia
Soldiers in the Revolution"
published by the Va.State Library,
pp.226,227 wher his name is spelled
both Howard and Hord.

e.Mary Bathurst of Essex Go.Va.
and her husband Reuben Welch executed
several deeds which arewitnesaed by
"Allin Howard" (see Essex Co.Deed
Book,1725-25,pp.327,329.33?.334.335.
339.344. 347).
This Mary Bathurst was the daughter
of Launcelot Bathurst,eon of Sir
EdwardBathuret and granddaughter
of Robert Bathurat of Lechlade,
County Gloucester En3.who mentions
in his w111(pyoved 20 Nov.1623)
"Jane wife of Charles Trinder,chi1d
of mylate sister Heylin" .Thia
Janp and Charles Trinder were parents
of Barbara Trinder wife of Thomae
Hord of Cote Housa,aon of Sir Thomas.
An examination of the Hord pedigree
as given in the "Topographer and
Genea1ogiat"Vo1.I,p.37,wi11 show
that the name "Alan Hord" appeara
in every generation of this family
in England. In view of this fact
and also of the very near relation­
ship of Mary Bathurst and of the
Horde of Cote,it is extremely
probable that "Allin Howard" who
signed the above mentioned deeds
was son or grandson of "Aalan
ggggg" who came to Virginia in
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1650 as a headright in a patent grantedto Co1.MooreFauntleroy (see Early
Virginia Immigrants",p.166,by Greer).
This being the fact,We have anothar
instance of the surname £229 b31n8
written Howardand also further evidence
in proof of the relationship of the Horda
of Virginia and those of Cote.
Dr.W.G.Stanard,Secretary of the Virginia
Historical. Society,after an examinationof this data,writes to me Your theory
of the Bathurst-Hord-Allen Howardconnec­

tion is interesting and Seemsto Wevery proba ls.In this connectionit is also signifi­
cant that co1.Moore Fauntleroy."-flh Whom
"Aalan Hoord" came to Virginia,was cousin
of William Faunt1eroy,head of the Fauntle­mlyanE“81§““a"”¥William Hor EBq., 0? 0 9 an
Lillington,Dorset (for further data inregard to this connection Hord Family
of Va",pp.t-9,by A.H.Hord).Moreover,
this William Fauntleroy's mother was
Mary Hord.

7.Samuel Pepys mentions in his Diary under
date of May 19,t662-3,"Mr.Howarg,Comp­
troller of the Mint". This Mr.Howard,
whose name is also spe11ed"Hore" was
James Hord,in the opinion of Mr.W.S.
E1l1s,compiler of the pedigree of the
English family of Hord (see "Miscellan­
ea Genealogies et Heraldica"Vol.IV,NewSeries,p.290).

These instances show that the name Hord
was frequentxywritten Howargboth in
England and in the co1onies,and probably
explain what Robert Hord in his"History“
erroneously believed was a change of
name.
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"John Hord No.1.",was the first of his

line in Virginia,as stated by Robert

Hord in the foregoing "History".

This is proved by the oath of his
eldest son Thomasas follows:

"April 15,1740 Thomas Hord made oath

that he cameinto this colony to gggll

in the year 1737and that this is the
first time of proving his igportatign

either by himself or his parents"

(Order Book 1740-1,page 1,Essex County,
Virginia):
This oath means that in la; he became

a resident of Virginia in 1737,he

decided to dwell permanently in the

Colony,a1though the records prove that

he was in Virginia as early as 1720

and his father}John Hord,as early as

1708. They were undoubtedly relatives
of Alan Herd and Elias Herd who came

at an earlier date.

An abstract of the will of John Pawson,in
whose Patent "Thomas Hoard" is mentioned as a
headright,1s found in the Maryland Calendar of
Wi11s,Vo1.I,page 215. John Pawson describes
himself in his will as of "the City of Yorke,
England" and he mentions amongothers the
following personB:"Brother-in—1aw William
Carvile”;"Brother Christopher Pawson";"Brother
Seth Pawson";"Brother Henry Pawson and his three
children Elias,A1ice and Sarah";Henry Howard
of Anne Arundel County and"Alderman Richard
Metcalf and his Lady".
This will is dated 2nd August %677_andproved
6th July 1678.
The Arms of the Pawson Family of York,England,
are given in Burke's General Armory.
The genealogy of the Pawson Family is given in
Burke's ”Commoners",Vo1.II.
As the early Colonists of Maryland and Virginia
cameover "in groups or family connection: ,it
is not improbable that the above mentioned
"Thomas Hoard“ might have come from Yorkshire.
I find Alan Hord mentioned in connection with
the"Manor of Sutton in Elmet" (T534-5) in Vol.1,
page 70 of the"Yorksh1re Archaelogical Associ­
ation"Pub1ications,Record Series; also Thomas
Hord mentioned in connection with the"Manor of
Farn1ey"near Ottley in Vol.I,page 160 of the
same work;also a few other mentions of the
family of Hord in Yorkshire Parish Registers.
